	To Receive Borough and County Council Reports
Borough Councillor Mr Bearne highlighted the lateral flow testing being carried out in Rugby, information on how to book/access the service on RBC's website. It was noted that this is a very quick in and out service where residents are encouraged to take a test and is for those that do not currently have Covid19 symptoms.
County Councillor Mrs Timms advised that recycling centres are open; residents can book a visit; the service is very busy. County parks remain open for exercise, struggling a little with car parking however. Ling Hall quarry latest planning application is being looked at reference lorry routing with a view to using section 106 funds to help avoid using A45 towards Lawford. The indigo Bus Service for every Rugby Borough village is up and running. There are no set routes for this service, residents must ring directly to book; this is not a replacement for the 3A or 86 but rather an expansion. Looking at the recovery following the pandemic there is expected to be an unemployment backwash with 53% unemployed. Looking at using money held in reserves to deliver help with jobs.
